This is a description of the creation of WinTG test: questionnaire_example
After carefully studying this example you will learn:
· Quickly create a simple WinTG questionnaire 
· Using Clone function in questionnaire
· Create a variable (formulas) for calculate results
· Use data fields on formulas (variables)
· Create the basic Properties of the WinTG test
Create new WinTG test

Main Screen --> Create --> button New --> set Folder location and enter File name (questionnaire_example).
Create questions

Note: item = question 

In many questionnaires are questions, answers, and especially a way of calculating results  very similar (have the same logical pattern), so we will use the Clone function.

Screen Create WinTG test. Click on Questions tab --> click on button Clone.
In the help file you should read topic: Clone module.
Clone questions (top left) --> Number of questions --> Enter: "10"

Clone questions --> Root caption text to clone --> Enter:  "How often do you play: " 

Clone selector must be se to "Clone questions" 

Click on Clone button --> Confirm overwritte.

Go to  Screen Create WinTG test --> double click on column Caption for item1.
In the help file you should read topic: Database (db) Navigator.

Change items text accordance with the following table:

Create answers

In this example we will use the same scale for all questions:

· never

· several times a year

· once a month

· once a week

· every day


Click on Answers tab.

Press the Refresh button on db Navigator (or CTRL+R) to refresh.
Click on the item1 on the List of questions (stand on the left of the screen). 
Enter this 5 answers:

never
several times a year
once a month
once a week
every day
Press the Refresh button on db Navigator (or CTRL+R) to refresh --> button Clone now should be enabled. Now we will clone answers to question 2..10. Click Clone button.
Now we are again in Clone modul.
If necessary, set Clone Selector to "Clone answers".

If necessary, set Parent --> Parent question to "item1".
Children --> Range start --> Set:
"2"

Children --> Range end --> Set:
"10"

Button Select Range --> click.

Click on Clone button --> Confirm.

Go back to  Screen Create WinTG test. 

If necessary, press the Refresh button on db Navigator to refresh answers list.
Create data fields that keep the informations specific to this questionnaire


Screen Create WinTG test.  Click on Tab Data.

Enter these 4 data fields:

Name:
Surname:
Age:



Gender (enter 1=male, 2=female):


with the appropriate type of field. Note for fields Age (data3) and Gender (data4) Field type must be integer or float because we are using these fields in formulas.

Creating a variables which will calculate the test result
(this is dummy example)
Click on Tab Variables.
Enter these 2 variables (column Text)
var1 --> " The frequency of sports for the persons"
var2 --> " The frequency of sports for the persons adjusted for age and sex of the person"
Create formulas for these variables
(Defining ways in which these variables are calculated)


Create formulas for var1

var1 = This variable calculates the frequency of sports for the persons.
On Variables tab, select record of var1, press the Refresh button in database Navigator and click on Formula button:
On the left side of the screen is a answer list. On the answer list you choose the answer with mouse that you want to define the formula. On the right side is a formula list that take most of the screen.

Creating a formula for item1

Click on ASC button on toolbar (turn on Ascending tool).

· Answer list --> select item1 --> "never" --> using the mouse "drag and drop" this answer to the Formula list. You should see new formula: "if(item1=1)" on Formula List.
· Answer list --> select item1 --> "several times a year" --> using the mouse "drag and drop" this answer to the Formula list. You should see new formula: "if(item1=2,2)" on Formula List.

· Answer list --> select item1 --> "once a month" --> using the mouse "drag and drop" this answer to the Formula list. You should see new formula: "if(item1=3,3)" on Formula List.
· Answer list --> select item1 --> "once a week" --> using the mouse "drag and drop" this answer to the Formula list. You should see new formula: "if(item1=4,4)" on Formula List
· Answer list --> select item1 --> "every day" --> using the mouse "drag and drop" this answer to the Formula list. You should see new formula: "if(item1=5,5)" on Formula List.
Now we have 5 formulas on Formula List:

if(item1=1)

if(item1=2,2)

if(item1=3,3)

if(item1=4,4)

if(item1=5,5)

Now we will clone these formulas for all other items (2..10).
Go back to previous screen (Create WinTG test) --> Tab Variables, click on button Clone
(if button Clone is not enabled then, press the Refresh button on db Navigator to refresh variables list). 

Now we are again in Clone modul.
If necessary, set Clone Selector to "Clone formula".

If necessary, set Parent --> Parent question to "item1".

Parent --> Parent Variables --> set "var1"

Children --> Range start --> Set:
"2"

Children --> Range end --> Set:
"10"

Button Select Range --> click.

Click on Clone button --> Confirm.

Go back to Screen Create WinTG test --> Tab Variables --> click on button Formula, here you can see cloned (copied) formulas for items 2..10.  

Create formulas for var2

var2 = This variable calculates the frequency of sports for the persons adjusted for age and sex of the person (this is dummy example of recoding variables using data fields in formulas).

On Variables tab, select record of var2, press the Refresh button on Database Navigator and click on Editor button, and enter this 3 formulas:
var1

if(if(data3>65)*if(data4=1)>0,8)

if(if(data3>55)*if(data4=2)>0,6)
Explanation: 

The first formula: var2 is initialized to the final value of a variable var1
The second formula: for men older than 65 years, add 8 points to var2
The third formula: for women older than 55, add 6 points to var2
Note: 
The possible values ​​of var2 are: var1, var1+8, var1+6  (if var2 have Start_value=0).
See: WinTG help for explanation of creating formulas (expressions).

Create the some Properties of the WinTG test

Go back to screen Create WinTG test. Click on Tab Properties. 

Type of answers - set Speed Buttons
Timer enabled - turn off (unchecked state)
Generate .txt record - turn off
Start value to null - turn off
Allow multiple answers - turn off
Allow no answers - turn off
Last answer is editable - turn off
Enable keyboard - turn on

Data fields panel - Char Case - set Upper Case
Use questionnaire (test)
Screen Create WinTG test. Click on button Unlocked to Lock the WinTG test.
